The Visually Disabled Charitable Society is still occupying a rented building
at the entrance of Hebron City. near Hebron University.
The Society has taken care of hundreds of students and is currently providing
support to fifty four male and female students divided into two categories:
) Day school for students living in close neighborhoods,
2) Boarding School for students living in remote arcas. from seventeen
villages in hebron Governorate.

Both divisions receive education, training, qualification and intimacy

The educational curricula is applied is according to the Ministry of Educa-
tion’s curricula, The society has two levels:

1) Kindergarten is provided by visual disability equipment.
